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due to it's uneven surface. Auto Styling highly recommends converting to or replacing with an underrail bedliner to
prevent water ingress.

Please note, factory bedliners could leave visible scratches when removed, so you may prefer to keep as overrail. You
will need holes for the clamps, and will need to cut the front to allow the aluminium extrusion to be properly positioned.

Fitting
Remove the bedliner and
clean the vehicle’s rails.

@ BEDLINERS. The Ford Ranger typically comes with an overrail bedliner as standard, this is often the cause of leaking

Cut the side rails at the bot-
tom of the curve, and the
back, an inch down.

the central locking wires, the heated rear screen wire, and

o Using the scotch locks, fix the loom as shown.
